(óShiftin n Grinninô Continued from page 1) You may find that the Fontana Vil-
lage Resort package to be a bit more 
expensive than some of the past 
COG rallies, but we think you will 
find it to be well worth it.  The re-
sort is a highly sought after destina-
tion for auto and motorcycling or-
ganizations, therefore it is highly 
important for you to lock in your 
reservations early.  The entire resort 
is on reserve for our rally until 
March 30th, so to be safe, get your 
reservation in before that date. 
 
What to expect?  The June tempera-
tures are mid 70ôs to mid 80ôs in the 
daytime with it falling into the 60ôs 
at night.  As for rainfall, since this is 
in the mountain area, you can ex-
pect sudden thundershowers at any 
time, so keep your rain gear handy.  
The resort lies in one of the largest 
forested areas in the east, cell 
phones do not work there but Wi-Fi 
is available in the main Lodge.  You 
will have to ride several miles to get 
cell phone coverage, so plan accord-
ingly. 
  
Geographically, Fontana Village 
Resort is 62 miles south of Knox-
ville, Tn, 95 miles west of Asheville, 
NC, 126 miles east of Chattanooga, 
Tn, and 178 miles north of Atlanta, 
GA.  The Great Smokey Mountain 
National Park is just across the river 
from the resort.  For a list of nearby 
attractions, please visit the National 
Rally web site at www.cog-
online.org, as there are too many to 
list here.

Within a few days the Member-
ship Director will upgrade your 
guest account to that of a Full 
Member under your current mem-
bership plan. Once you have been 
upgraded you will have full access 
to Cogmos as a fully paid member, 
should your membership fees be 
due, you can pay online by select-
ing My Info and the Pay Member-
ship Fees at the bottom of the My 
Info page. 
 
Can an Associate Member have 
their own account on COGMOS? 
 
 Absolutely! COGMOS has the 
ability for associate members to 
have their own account with their 
own profile and account settings. 
The account is linked to the 
ñparentò account and both share 
the same membership plan. Asso-
ciates wanting to setup an account 
register for their account in the 
same way as a member i.e first cre-
ating a Guest account online, that 
will then be upgraded to a full As-
sociate Membership by our Mem-
bership Director. 
 
How do I renew my COG Mem-
bership using Cogmos? 
 
Once you have created your mem-
ber account on Cogmos AND suc-
cessfully logged in, go to the "My 
Info" link in the Members section. 
At the bottom of the page is a "Pay 
Membership Fees" button that 
take you through the process.

How do I ñUpgradeò my Guest 
Membership to become a full 
member of COG? 
 
     To upgrade your Guest Mem-
bership you simply need to pay the 
COG Membership Fee online by 
selecting the My Info link on the 
menu on the left and then the Pay 
Membership Fees at the bottom of 
the My Info page. This will then 
lead you back through the registra-
tion process where you can select 
the Membership Plan of your 
choice and payment by credit 
card. 
 
Why have COG taken their 
Membership Online? 
 
     COG polled the membership 
who overwhelmingly voted to have 
the ability to pay their member-
ship fees online. In looking at so-
lutions it was clear the best option 
for COG was to move COG mem-
bership management, website and 
forum to a hosted solution. 
 
Can non-members register for 
COG events? 
 
     Yes, events may be designated 
as COG member-only, open to the 
public, or both. An additional 
benefit of joining COG is that 
many events are subsidized for 
members. 
 
Where is the Cogmos data 
stored? 
 
     COG data is stored on a dedi-
cated Memberize server main-
tained at an industry-leading data 
center. The infrastructure is moni-
tored and supported by network 

administrators 24 hours a day/7 
days a week. Various Intrusion 
Detection Systems and a hardware
-based firewall protect the net-
work. The data is backed-up 
nightly with tapes stored off-site. 
 
 
Who is Memberize? 
      Memberize is one of the lead-
ing companies that specialize in 
providing online membership so-
lutions for clubs like COG. Mem-
berize has an agreement that guar-
antees they will not use COG 
data, contact our members, or sell 
our membership lists. 
 
What about credit card security? 
 
     Payment processing is handled 
by an industry-leading, highly se-
cure encrypted gateway, with all 
transactions going through a se-
cure socket layer.
